At the end of every summer, I would have to pack up the Merit Store for storage. One summer I had just one Elmer 
Fudd figurine left. Elmer Fudd is one of the first items we stocked in the store, so I thought he needed a place of 
honor. We made him a display case out of stuff we found in the merit store – a clear jewelry box case turned on 
end with a clear plastic base for riser. He’s still displayed in the Merit Store today!  Seeing Elmer Fudd in his display 
case helps me to remember where we started!  We’ve come a long way.  Sometimes it was hard and crowded but I 
wouldn’t change one thing!
I have had so many wonderful counselors, aka Vice Presidents, help me throughout the years.  I wish I could name 
them all here!

Mason was a freshman at Ball High School at the time of his death. He had 
just completed his second week of school and was thriving scholastically, 
athletically, and socially.

Mason is survived by his father, Reid Allen Nelson, and mother, Melissa 
Vaught Nelson; sister Ellie Phillips; brother Parker Nelson; brother Cody 
Phillips; sister Peighton Nelson; grandparents Sally Nelson and Alvin and 
Nancy Vaught; uncles Eric Nelson and wife Stephanie, Jeremy Nelson, 
John Vaught and wife Nancy, and Mark Vaught and wife Lauren; aunt 
Melissa Nelson Davis and husband Ricky; many great-uncles, great-aunts, 
cousins, and more friends than can be counted.

One of his 
last social media posts asked those who wanted to learn more about God to 
contact him. Mason was also a driven athlete; coaches and teammates have 
talked about how he “put in the work.”

His last workout at the Bunker was after school and baseball practice on the 
day he died, a Friday, by himself at the start of the holiday weekend. To say 
that Mason had many friends would be an understatement. His core “tribe” 
were brothers and sisters to him; he loved them like family. Mason also had 
many friends he made at Camp Longhorn. The family has cherished reading 
their loving words and reflections. It is obvious that he means very much to 
them as well. Mason, as one loved one recently put it, “had it all.” He did.

Sam possessed a larger-than-life personality and a physical build to 
match. Sam’s magnetic smile and genuine warmth lit up every room he 
entered. Sam graduated in May from Eighth Grade at Trinity Episcopal 
School which he attended since Kindergarten, and was excited about 
the new broader horizons of Ball High School where he was an enter-
ing Freshman. Sam was a natural connector who was glad to finally be 
intersecting and intertwining all his friendships he’d created through his 
various and vast interests. Many of his best friends had been so since 
birth, and yet he was always welcoming and inclusive to new faces.

He constantly had new ideas or hobbies and excelled at sports both on land 
and at sea. A force to be reckoned with in baseball, basketball, soccer, skate-
boarding and skimboarding; he was perhaps most passionate about fishing. 
Whether on a boat with friends or off his grandparents’ dock, Sam was happy 
with a rod and reel in his hands. Sam spent the long days of Summer ’22 
creating epic memories with his friends - on the water by day and migrating 
back to the Mixons’ home in the evenings for games of basketball, shooting 
pool or playing ping pong. Strong in stature, he was a natural athlete, but 
playing was always more about socializing than winning. He had the big-
gest heart and always placed others before himself. Sam also spent several 
weeks during the summer at his beloved Camp Longhorn, where he had just 
completed his Marine year at Indian Springs. Sam will be remembered for 
his beautiful laugh which he gave freely even at his own expense, such as 
coyly trying to shirk household responsibility by blaming it on his “color-blind-
ness”, or his funny and slightly self-deprecating dance moves, or his quirky 
fascination with chickens which became an enduring emblem in his life.
