When HELEN asked me to write
something for LUMNews I hesitated
at first, but her insistence that I would
do a great job with it convinced me.
All that was left was figuring out
what to actually write. After the
deadline she had asked me to get my
piece to her by passed, I figured that
I would just sit down and try to write
out what Camp meant to me.

To start with, the significance and
meaning of Camp Longhorn has defi-
nitely changed for me over the years.
I started out as a Rattlesnake at In-
dian Springs and my first four years
camp was really just all about hav-
ing fun. It was a place to go for three
weeks (I was a third termer (3 is 1))
to get away from parents and avoid
what seemed like any adult supervi-
sion.

I remember my counselors more
as big brothers teaching you what you
can do at camp and how to have the
most fun. Certainly it was great to
see friends every year, but camp for
me meant Blobbing and Trollying
and unfortunately at the time Mile
Swimming (I was a soccer player and
more comfortable running and could
have run a mile in a quarter of the
time it took me to swim it). All of
this changed after my Jackrabbit year.

The school year after that year
was not a good one for me. I
struggled with teachers I didn’t like
and a child’s annoyance with school
and ended up with as more C’s and
D’s than A’s and B’s. At the end of
the school year I was just glad it was
over and was ready to go to camp.
That was when my parents sat me
down and explained that Camp
Longhorn was a privilege and not a
right. It had to be earned and the
way an 11 year-old earned something
was by doing well in school. Since I
most certainly hadn’t done well in
school I missed a year of camp. I
don’t remember the details of that
conversation, but I can remember my
shock at it and the loss I felt that sum-
mer. Needless to say, I never
struggled that much at school again.

When I got back to camp after
missing a year, what going to camp
meant to me had evolved. Not only
was I older, but I knew what a sum-
mer of your friends enjoying camp
without you was like. I didn’t take it
for granted by thinking it was just
about fun.

I became better friends with my
cabin mates and started appreciating
my counselors and the adults at camp
for providing me to opportunity to
come to this most fun of places. AsI
got into my Wrangler and Ranger
years Camp starts giving you actual
responsibilities outside of simply hav-
ing fun and following the rules. Now
I was one of the “older brothers” that
got to introduce the fun of camp to
the younger campers. I’m not sure
why this meant so much to me, but I
knew that I wanted to come back to
camp as a counselor. Not only to
continue to have fun at CLH, but to
give back in a sense and to follow in
the footsteps of the counselors that I
had looked up to. And again, what
camp meant to me changed and
evolved.

As a counselor the fun and enjoy-
ment you get from a summer at Camp

There are certain amazing things
about camp that one only can value
in recollection; there are the tangible
and incredibly significant life-long
friendships that grow from camp
bonds, and then there are the gifts that
become part of your everyday that you
received from camp without even be-
ing aware.

The Wheel of Fortune, not the long
run syndicated television game show,
but the Camp Longhorn Carnival
Night game where campers line up
to eagerly await the spin and win, is
a metaphor for this gift. For most
this game may seem a standard car-
nival ride, but there are nuances in
every bit of camp; this we all know.
With such options as, “Marry the Per-
son Behind You,” or “Dance for a
Prize,” appearing as wedges in the
wheel’s pie, the spinner has no other
destiny than what the spin of the
wheel decides.

What’s important here is not the
actual fortune—though I know of no
other place where anyone and every-
one can be joined in the bonds of holy
macaroni - what’s important is the
moment where a camper spins and
lets go of control. It’s that instance
when fear and insecurities have no
place, where the pressure to be good
or successful isn’t an option. The gift
is the moment, the moment that hap-
pens over and over, day and night, at
camp. The moment that provides the
rare opportunity to be present in
something that is simply unpredict-
able. They are contagious, these
moments that are selfless and full of
possibility, and they spread through
camp like no other place.

The wheel asks participants to join
in the fun, be a part of the Carnival,
the ride, the dance of a few summer
weeks spent in utter delight. Camp-
ers make the choice to step in line,
but they let camp take the reins and
provide an atmosphere of joy, gener-
osity, camaraderie, energy, enthusi-
asm and spirit.

The only thing camp requires of
its campers is to be wide-awake, to
be open to trying new things, and to
be thrilled at the idea of taking on a

challenge and completing it (can I get
a Mile Swim). This is a skill that I
thank my lucky stars for acquiring at
camp: the extremely valuable ability
to be present in a moment.

In life away from 78611, there are
pressures and structures that demand
attention. The gift of being mindful
and the ability to join the present mo-
ment gives my life so much more
meaning and value. Beyond the life-
long friendships, this is the gift that
was shared with me without me even
being aware. This is one of those gifts
that keeps giving. Behind the Wheel
of Fortune, camp teaches us to be com-
fortable and trust that if one engages
with the present and lets go of all as-
sumptions, that life will be a reward
in itself.

As Alumni, we are so fortunate;
every year we have the opportunity to
spend a day in this world. After a mini-
camp, the microcosm of CLH seems
so distant from our daily lives one of-
ten laments returning to the “real
world.” There is nothing more “real”
than camp. Camp is a place where
reality is saturated with the gift of the
present. Live in the present and just
like at camp, everything will be a cel-
ebration.

PAT LOCKRIDGE wres-
tling the alligator ... frog juice ... free
‘n easy ... getting chased out of the
chow hall after “stealing” a water-
melon tetherball before meals ... the
bubble gum drop ... jumping off the
tower at swim bay . . . the underwa-
ter house ... bath day/dance night...
JOHAN vyelling, “tiller towards the
sail” over the loud speaker in that
South African accent ... rest period
with the sprinkler on the roof would
put anyone to sleep . the
funny signs on the main road ... bug
spray and ear drops ... the old super
slide . . movie night ... listening to
BOB TARLTON tell a story in the
dark when all you could see was the
glow of his cigarette ... the mud . .
Jdiquid kill ..raids ... Leslie’s fried
chicken in Waco on the way down
horses at Inks (I know, that’s how old
I'am) ... flashlight wars when it rained
... the sound of cicadas in the trees ...
the Bluebonnet Cafe. . .one match!
... having PAT present me with my
9th year ring at campfire ... the water
show . . .the carnival and “getting
married” in a canoe ... inspections ...
Zorro . . .flag football and pickleball
.. cradle-half-turntable-knee-half-
logroll-swivel-hips-front drop ... East
Germany... “Day’s done” . . . I could
go on, no really.

The activities and facilities were,
and are, amazing but the most endur-
ing memories of camp to me are the
people. None of it works without the
extraordinary staff of Camp Long-
horn.

On V-Day I showed them how
high the lake had come during the
term, completely covering girl’s
campfire. Little did I know that
Camp Longhorn would be one of the
experiences that most influenced
who I am today. A few years after
that first year, I even chose to go back
to camp over a trip sailing in Croatia.

My experiences at camp only
grew richer as I became a counselor.
If there was something I was born to
do, it was to be a Chief counselor.
The numerous campers I had during
the eleven terms I had the Chiefs
taught me so much about life. Like
the importance of flexibility and a
positive attitude when JORDAN
JEFFUS and I lived in the scuba
house for the majority of three weeks

with 30 Chiefs due to our cabin flood-
ing. Or the time we learned about
patience during Early Days picking
up cow manure all over girls camp.
Or when we had to face our fear of
snakes when BILLY ROB caught
(with his bare hands) a snake easily
over 4 feet long hanging from the
rafters of the water trolley just out-
side the Chief cabin.

The summer after I graduated col-
lege, I found myself back at camp fin-
ishing up 2nd term, days before I
started medical school. I had a few
weeks of freedom between graduation
and orientation, and I wanted to spend
it at my favorite place on Earth. Over
the years I have been so fortunate to
keep in touch with many of my camp-
ers. It enriches my life to see them
grow up and find their place in this
world.

Your camp friendships are the only
ones that can pick right back up where
you left off the summer before. My
camp friends and I have always had
reunions, and it really feels as though
no time has passed since our last visit.
Boyfriends and husbands have joined
us over the years, and they can’t be-
lieve we can talk about camp for days
straight. They are often shocked to
find out that we can dock a ski boat
perfectly, rig sailboats by ourselves,
flawlessly slice a watermelon, and fix
any toilets that break.

What'e Cookin?

The following recipes are from the kitchen of BETH McBRIDE
WILHELMI, Alumni and wife of Alumni JEREMY WHILEHLMI,
many, many years campers and counselors at CLH Indian Springs.
They have 3 adorable boys . . KLEIN (11), JACKSON (9) and
MIGHTY (7) . . The two older boys attend CLH Indian Springs and
MIGHTY is a future camper! DON and SUSAN WILHELMI are
grandparents!

Crawfish Cornbread Dressing

Ingredients:

- 10 tablespoonbutterormargadne

- 1 large onion, chopped

- 2 small green bell peppers, chopped

- Make a box of combread and crumble

- 1 (16-ounce) package frozen peeled, cooked crawfish tails,
thawed

- 2 cups chicken broth

- 2 large eggs, lightly beaten

- 1/4 cup chopped fresh parsley

- 1 teaspoon ground white pepper

- 1 teaspoon ground red pepper

- 1 teaspoon ground black pepper

Preparation:

Melt butter in a large skillet over medium-high heat; add onion
and bell pepper, and saute 4 to 5 minutes or until tender.

Stir together vegetables, cornbread, and remaining ingredients
in a large bowl until moistened. Spoon into a lightly greased 13- x
9-inch baking dish.

Bake at 350 degrees for 1 hour or until firm and golden brown.

Emeril’s Burger Seasoning

Ingredients:

-2 1/2 Tbsp Paprika

- 2 Tbsp Table Salt

- 2 Tbsp Garlic Powder

- 1 Tbsp Onion Powder

- 2 Tbsp Black Pepper

- 2 Tbsp Ground Mustard
- 1 tsp Cayenne Pepper

Combine all ingredients in a mixing bowl and stir to blend
thoroughly. Store in an airtight container. Use 2-3 teaspoons per
pound of ground beef, turkey, or chicken.

Gooey Butter

Bottom Layer:

- 1 yellow cake mix

- 1/2cup melted butter
-2 eggs

Mix & pat into greased 9 x 13 pan.

Top Layer:

- 8 0z. cream cheese softened
- 1 Ib powdered sugar (1 box)
-2 eggs

Mix top layer and spread on top of bottom layer (withholding 1
Tbsp of powdered sugar to sprinkle on top). Sprinkle sugar on
top. Bake 40 - 45 minutes at 350 degrees or until golden brown
and not runny in the middle.

Maple Balsamic Dressing

Ingredients:

- 2 shallots, finely diced
- 2 tsp. Dijon mustard

- 4 tsp. balsamic vinegar
- 1/2 c. olive oil

- 4 tsp. maple syrup

- Pepper

Preparation:

Combine the chopped shallot, Dijon mustard, and balsamic vin-
egar in a large bowl. Slowly drizzle in the olive oil while you
whisk to emulsify. Add the maple syrup and season, to taste, with
salt and peper.

There is a place, among the hills
and dales ...

I was a counselor on duty the night
Dr. Schwartz came to girl’s campfire.
I am deathly afraid of snakes, but that
simply was not an option that night.
We assisted Dr. Schwartz with his
mailbags full of creepy crawly crea-
tures. 1did it, and I survived. No, I do
not seek out snakes, but I know, if I
need to, I can. Many experiences at
camp taught me the “if I need to, I can
lesson” and duct tape fixes everything!

The fundamental ideas that TEX
and PAT founded CLH on are still alive
and well today because many individu-
als like me have come full circle. In
fact, CLH is one big circle - there is no
break in the CLH tradition. When
counselors “retire,” they pass the torch
to the next “generation” of counselors
who were most likely campers and
have the CLH spirit deep in their soul.
If you were not a camper, you certainly
learn quickly that the spirit is conta-
gious beyond your wildest expecta-
tions.

CAMP LONGHORN IS
MUSIC TO MY EARS...

It’s July 1963, just after Chow Hall time on a warm, sunny after-
noon. I am a Cabin 5 Badger walking by the Canoe Bay headed in
the direction of Cabin 4. Coming through the loud speakers that cover
the Boys Camp, “Talk To Me” by Sunny and the Sunglows is playing.
I really don’t think anything of it. It’s Rest Period, and music is
always playing at that time of day.

But as I look back on it now 50 years later, I realize how much I
loved that music at Rest Period and how popular music permeated so
much of our camp experience, whether it was tunes spun by the likes
of Jumpin’Joe from the Ramble Hut after lunch, songs that woke us
up every morning or the records like ‘Sweet Pea” and “Hanky Panky”
played on Dance Night each Thursday.

And when each day was done and the campfire was
burning low, singing “Taps” was the way we all said ““Good Night”
to each other.

I love music, and I love Camp Longhorn, and when I hear songs
that were played while I was at Camp in the 60’s, it takes me back to
those lazy (although they were full of activities!) days of summer in
the hills and dales of the Hill Country.
