My first year as a camper in ‘96

While camp has
blessed me with many friends, it was
anew director that I met that year that
continues to have a lasting impact on
the way | live my life.

As
an 11 year-old, I really liked his dog
Mason, but | wasn’t that fond of Ag-
gies at the time. It was the next year
when he helped my twin brother
(and mom) get through his first year
of camp that | started to realize how
much he really cared about us.

As | continued as a camper, my
respect for DAVID grew. However,
it wasn’t until | became a counselor
that I got to know DAVID (and STA-
CY) personally. Luckily for me, he
took a vested interest in my success
as a counselor and, even more impor-
tantly, as a person.

My first year as a counselor | came
back for second term as a “Super” JC.
DAVID took a chance and gave me
significant responsibilities through-
out the summer, many of which | was
not prepared for at all.

However, he coached me along
the way to make sure | was always
in a position to be successful. When |
was tired or worn out, he was always
there to provide an encouraging word
or tell me to slow down and pace my-
self. It seemed small at the time, but
| left that summer with more confi-
dence than ever.

Camp Longhorn and DAVID had
just provided me with my first leader-
ship opportunity and made sure | was
successful.

Over the next few years, | spent
my summers at camp and had the
opportunity to work with some of the
best people | know. DAVID and the
older staff counselors continued to
give me more and more opportunities
and my confidence and love for camp
grew right along with it. Whether it
was speaking at Church Mountain or
providing feedback to counselors as
the Activity Director, | didn’t realize
that my time at Camp Longhorn was
preparing me for the rest of my life.

I have had the privilege of serving
as Student Body President of Texas
Tech, teaching inner-city students in
New Orleans, and now advising ex-
ecutives for Fortune 500 companies.
When | think back to what prepared
me for each of these, | remember
many of the lessons | learned work-

ing with David.

1. Make sure people know that
you care: No matter your name or
title, DAVID takes a genuine interest
in who you are. He asks questions
and seeks to understand because he
genuinely cares. | have used this les-
son throughout my professional ca-
reer. First as a teacher and now as a
consultant, I make a commitment to
get to know the people | am work-
ing with and to understand their in-
terests and motivation. It is through
these relationships | have been able
to build the trust that is necessary to
achieve results.

2. Don’t be afraid to take a chance
on someone: DAVID’s willingness
to trust me when | was “too young”
as a JC or again as a director helped
mold me into the person | am today.
However, the impact was as much in
the “how” as the “what;” he taught
me the importance of setting expec-
tations and providing real-time feed-
back to help set others up for success.
As | have progressed in my career
and had the opportunity to manage
more people, | make a point to give
my team members more responsibil-
ity and trust them to deliver, but I al-
ways start with setting expectations
then spend the extra time coaching
them along the way.

3. Sweat the details: Anyone who
has ever been around DAVID on
V-Day, knows Boys Camp will be
pristine and have the cleanest librar-
ies in camp. As a consultant, 1 am
reminded every day how important
it is to stress the details and that pre-
sentation matters. | never thought |
would have learned to focus on the
details by cleaning libraries the night
before V-Day, but it is a lesson that
I now stress regularly on my project
teams.

4. Don’t be afraid to roll up your
sleeves and get your hands dirty:
Spending fist activity plunging toi-
lets, cleaning Boys Camp, and re-
pairing cabins is just one example of
how DAVID leads by example. DA-
VID taught me that no matter your
title or your role, you should always
be willing to do the “dirty work.”
Whether it’s camp, teaching, or con-
sulting, | am regularly reminded that
the most successful people are those
willing to go the extra mile even
when it’s not glamorous.

The lessons | learned from work-
ing with DAVID and the Boys Staff

had a lasting impact on me. Camp
is supposed to be a place where you
have fun and meet new people, but
Camp Longhorn is so much more.

I had the typical camp experi-
ences, but I also develop life-long
friendships and learned important
lessons that go far beyond a summer
at camp. Thank you CLH.

Put 1/2 cup olive oil, skimp on it, in a skillet.

Add 2 large onions cut fine. Brown lightly.

Add 1 can tomato sauce or paste. Cook and stir until turns brown.

Add 2 pounds of hamburger meat, 1 tablespoon Worcestershire
sauce, 1 teaspoon salt, and cook until hot and thoroughly mixed.

Add spaghetti and 1 cup whole grain com (not sweet), 1/2 cup grated
American cheese, 1 can drained mushrooms.

Stir up well. Put in baking dish or pan.

Bake at 300 degrees in oven for 1/2 hour.

Grate cheese and put on top (optional).

Can add paprika before baking.

Freezes well!

Cinnamon Roll Monkey Bread

24 Frozen Rhodes Rolls (dinner rolls)

1 cup brown sugar

1 box butterscotch cook & serve dry pudding mix

1/4 cup sugar

1 tsp cinnamon

1 stick butter

1/2 cup pecans or walnuts, chopped, optional

The night before you plan to enjoy them, pour the nuts evenly in the
bottom of greased Bundt pan. Place rolls into pan. Mix brown sugar and
dry pudding mix together and sprinkle over frozen rolls. Mix sugar and
cinnanion and sprinkle on top of that.

Melt butter and slowly pour over rolls.

Leave on counter overnight. In the morning, bake (on a cookie sheet)
in a preheated 350°F oven for 30 minutes.

Remove from oven and pour rolls upside down onto a large platter.
