Barney ...

Now some notes from Barney . . .

Barney graduated from Burnet High School in May of 1955. In order to save up money for college, he took
a summer job working for his uncle, L.T. Barnett, at Camp Longhorn in the Chow Hall.

He graduated from Abilene Christian College in 1959 with a Bachelor’s in Chemistry. Because jobs in the
chemistry field weren’t available at that time, Barney worked summers in the Chow Hall and the rest of the
year at home on the Baker Ranch located at the northeastern corner of Lake Buchanan. After the summer of
1962, he began working for CLH year around. His summers were still spent working in the Chow Hall from
morning to night, and during the winter and spring months, he worked alongside Bob Tarlton and Zark With-
ers, learning how to weld, build, and in general, anything and everything that needed to be built or repaired
at Camp. He credits and appreciates Bob and Zark for the knowledge and skills they taught him, many of
these skills still in use today.

In 1962, Barney met and fell in love with La Dawn Harlow from Llano, TX. They married in December of
1964 and had two children, Kevin and Kim, in the following years. While still working at Camp during the
days and on his family ranch in the evenings and weekends, he and La Dawn decided to buy their family
ranch and began their own ranching business in both Burnet and Llano counties.

In 1971, L.T. retired from Camp and Barney inherited the management of the Chow Hall. Through the
years, Barney’s two children, Kevin and Kim, attended camp at the newly opened Indian Springs and later
Inks Lake. In family tradition, Kim later began working for Barney in the Chow Hall and continues working
with him today.

During his 68 years at Camp, he has been involved in many, many projects. He worked alongside others
repairing and building cabins, the famous but retired Super Slide, the dams and lake at Indian Springs, the
trolley and blob towers, the swimming pools and the Lazy Rivers at all 3 camps, roads and walkways, the
floating bus, and much, much more.

He is proud to have served and been a part of several country and community organizations such as the
United States National Guard for 6 years, 6 months active duty in the 2nd Armored Division, serving on the
Burnet CISD school board for 18 years and as President for 14 years, serving on the Burnet Farm Bureau
board for 45 years and as President for18 years, serving on the board of the Texas Land Bank of Waco for 35
years and as Chairman for 13 years and the Kiwanis Club for 25 years.

During his many travels serving these organizations, he met people from all over the country. Some of his
favorite stories about his travels have the same theme. He was once in Charleston, South Carolina, taking a
tour with his wife La Dawn and when he was asked where he was from, he answered, “Burnet, TX”. Some-
one in the group asked him if he knew anyone from Camp Longhorn! He’s always happy to say, “Yes, yes

I do!”, and enjoys telling them all about his Camp years, happy and blessed to be working with THE BEST
